1. Open up the Song File as any sound file in CoolEdit 2002.


2. Go to Edit, Select Entire Wav


3. Push Control+C to copy the song, it should take a minute or two.


4. Select File, New


5. Make the Options in the new box like this:


	1. SELECT 16-Bit Resolution


	2. Choose either a 8000, 11025, or 16000 sample rate. (8000 is 4x more songs, 11025 is 	    3x more songs, and 16000 2x more songs)


	3. Choose either Mono or Stereo (Mono allows more songs as they are smaller)


HERES AN EXAMPLE OF MINE WHICH ALLOWS ME TO FIT THE MOST SONGS ON:
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6. Copy and paste the song into CoolEdit 2002


7. Wait.


8. Select, File, Save As


9. Type in the file name desired, select the very bottom of the dropdown menu, PCM Raw Date


WARNING, you MUST SELECT THE TYPE OF FORMAT BEFORE YOU GO INTO THE OPTIONS


10. Select Options�11. Make it look like this:

12. Voila...save





A NOTE: When using the MPA2 Writer, you need to change the format from .pcm to .mpa using the Encoder included. Make sure that you select the EXACT SAME Sample Rate and Channel as when you set the options in STEP #5.
